I was sick the first 6 days we sailed but now I am well
again. We come ashore on Wednesday morning. If all goes well, I hope to see you.

I guess you'll get this before I
come myself.

The card is stamped : HUDSON TERM STA.N.Y. - APR 17 - 1230PM - 1912

April 17, 1912 was indeed a Wednesday, so Andrea has written the card on the bo-
at and the postbag has been delivered as soon as they have arrived. Andrea had
to wait for immigration processing and was only registered on April 18 in the
entry papers from Ellis Island. Oluf was a mutual acquaintance who also visited
William (Thorvald Vilhelm Larsen), and probably had to look after Andrea on the
journey.
